General Information

In 1975 our Founder, Dr. Floyd B. Cherry successfully chartered Carolina Bible Institute as a nonprofit corporation in North Carolina for the purpose of operating a Bible Institute and "such other enterprises as are necessary for the dissemination of Biblical knowledge and training."  We operated as a Bible Institute until 1987 when a seminary department was added.

Carolina Bible Institute is located in Pine Level, North Carolina, near where two major highways intersect - - Interstate 95 and US 70.  This makes us accessible from every direction.  At the present, we conduct classes on Monday mornings and afternoons and Monday, Tuesday, and Thursday nights and through distant learning courses. 

The Institute is not owned by any Church or denomination.  However, we are Baptistic in our theology and seek to be true to God's Word in all of our teachings.  Our Board Chairman, Mr. Ronald Evans, our President, Dr. Norman H. Gordon Jr. and staff are members of the Convention of Original Free Will Baptists.  

The following statement of faith has been approved as our creed:

"We believe the Bible, both the Old and New Testaments, to be the inspired, infallible, and inerrant Word of God (in its original form); the creation of man by the direct creation of God; that God is a Trinity manifest as Father, Son and Holy Ghost; in the incarnation and virgin birth of the Son, Jesus Christ; His vicarious atonement for the sins of all mankind by the shedding of His blood on the cross; the resurrection of His body from the tomb. His ascension back to heaven to sit at the right hand of the Father as our advocate; His power to save whosoever will believe upon Him; the new birth through regeneration by the Holy Spirit; and that the Holy Spirit indwells all Christians and baptizes them into the body of Christ at the time of regeneration; and the bodily return of Jesus Christ to this earth to establish His Millennial Kingdom."

Enrollment Requirements

Carolina Bible Institute & Seminary admits students of any race, color and national or ethnic origin to all the rights, privileges, and programs and activities generally accorded or made available to students.  We are a Christian school and therefore only accept professing Christians as students.  We are also nondiscriminatory in our policy of hiring employees.

All perspective students are required to submit a Student Application to the administrative office before being accepted.  This application will be reviewed and the perspective student will be notified if accepted. 

To enroll in the Bible Institute Program a student must satisfy the administration that they have received the Lord Jesus Christ as their personal Lord and Savior and have been born again according to the requirements of the King James Version of the Holy Bible. To receive a degree they must have either a high school diploma or its equivalent (GED).  It is possible to enroll prior to receiving the high school diploma or equivalent only if it can be shown by a statement from a recognized institution that such is being pursed.  Copies or the high school diploma or GED must be on file in the administrative office one semester prior to graduation.  To enroll in the Seminary Department, the Bible Institute Program or its equivalent must have been completed.
Student conduct - students are required to conduct themselves in a Christian manner at all times. This is a Christian institution. Students should maintain modesty in their dress. No shorts or tee-shirts are allowed; this is a Christian institution. No smoking, use of illegal drugs, or alcohol is allowed on school property.

Student Complaint/Grievance Policy - Student complaints should
first be addressed to their teacher for resolution. If the student complaint is not resolved it is then referred to the Administrative Office where the Provost/Registrar will seek resolution.  If further action is deemed necessary, appeal may be made to the President of the school for resolution.  The President of Carolina Bible Institute and Seminary is charged with responsibility of making all final decisions when a student complaint reaches this point.

Missed classes  - When a student misses more than three (3) classes without prior approval by the instructor, additional work will be required or a drop in grade or both. We do encourage our students to attend the revival meetings in their own Churches (one per semester) and consider that an excused absence.



Financial Information

It is the policy of Carolina Bible Institute & Seminary to maintain cost to our students as low as possible.  This is only possible because of the generous contributions of Churches and individuals who share in the school's commitment to the cause of Christ and the training of Christian workers.

Registration Fee:
   $ 25.00  (this is a one-time fee for all new students)

Tuition Fees:
   for Institute courses - per semester hour  -   $ 85.00
   for Seminary courses - per semester hour - $ 90.00

Graduation Fee  -  $ 75.00

Fees for seminars, conferences, and other special meetings are set on a per meeting basis and are determined by the particular meeting.

Textbook fees are determined by the particular course. Students receive a 10 percent discount off retail for all textbooks. Textbook fees must be paid before they are issued each semester. Once textbooks have been issued no refunds can be given.

Fees and tuition - all fees and tuition are due and payable before the end of the current semester. No credit for coursework will be posted and no transcripts will be issued until all money has been paid in full. The school policy for the payment of fees and tuition is as follows:
(1) payment in full by the Friday of the second full week of the semester will receive a 10% discount on tuition (2) prorated monthly payments of tuition made on or before the last Friday of each month with the final payment being due by the last Friday of the month preceding the month in which the semester ends. Late payments will be assessed as a late fee. (Please note that exact dates will vary with each semester) 

REFUND POLICY

If a student withdraws before the end of the first 30 days of the semester, a full refund of tuition paid will be granted. If a student withdraws before the end of the first 60 days of the semester, a 50% refund of tuition paid will be granted. If a student withdraws after the first 60 days of the semester, no refund will be granted and all fees and tuition are due and collectable at the time of withdrawal, unless other arrangements have been made in writing and signed by the student and the school Registrar.

FINANCIAL AID

A number of Churches and individuals have made funds available for scholarships. Any student may submit a Scholarship Application to the administrative office for consideration.  Scholarships will be granted solely at the discretion of the administration.

THE PROGRAM OF BIBLICAL STUDIES

The work of the Institute is divided into four departments. 

First, there is the regular Bible Institute program with classes here at the Institute. The classes meet on Monday, Tuesday, and Thursday nights.  The Certificate in Bible, the Diploma in Bible, the Associate of Ministry, and the Graduate of Theology are offered in this department.
Second, is the seminary department. This program is divided into three areas of study: Christian Ministry, Theology, and Christian Education. Graduation from this department earns an Associate's degree, the Bachelor's degree and the Master's degree in one of these three areas of study. Classes for this department meet on Monday mornings and afternoons, Monday, Tuesday, and Thursday nights.

Third,  is the School of Distant Learning.  At present the courses in the Bible Institute program are offered.  Work is underway to add the entire Seminary program to this department.

Fourth, is the Department of In-Service Training. This department presents seminars on various subjects for ministers, laymen, and the Church.  These seminars are conducted at the school or arrangements can be made to hold them in the local Church.  This department also conducts two special Conferences: the Graham Faucette Pastors' and Workers' Conference and the Student Preachers' Conference. both  are open to anyone who wishes to attend.

PROGRAM OF BIBLICAL STUDIES

This is an outline of the courses of study offered by Carolina Bible Institute & Seminary.  Classes are currently held on Monday mornings and afternoons, Monday, Tuesday, and Thursday nights.  From time to time we offer specialized seminars on subjects that are useful for all Christian workers and ministerial students.  At least two weeks of summer classes are scheduled each summer. 

	Certificate In Bible - this certificate will be 	granted to those who successfully complete the Home Bible Institute Study Program or the Thursday night Bible Chronology / Doctrine class.

	Diploma In Bible - this diploma will be granted to those who successfully complete the Home Bible Institute Study Program or the Thursday night Bible Chronology / Doctrine class plus the course of study offered in the Institute Program on Monday nights, along with other assigned requirements.  Requirements for this diploma consist of a minimum of 48 semester hours.
  
	Associate Degree -  This degree will be granted to those who successfully complete the assigned work, along with a  minimum of 16 semester hours credit beyond  those required for the Diploma In Bible and with a minimum of 64 total semester hours credit. This degree requires a research paper of a minimum of 2,500 words with a minimum 5 research sources.
	
	Graduate Of Theology (Th. G.)  -  This degree will be granted to those who successfully complete the assigned work, along with a  minimum of 32 semester hours credit beyond those required for  the Associate of Ministry degree and with a minimum of 96 total semester hours credit. This degree requires a research paper of a minimum of 5,000 words with a minimum 10 research sources.
	
	Bachelor's Degree -   This degree will  be granted to those who successfully complete the assigned work, along with a minimum of 30 semester hours credit beyond those required for  the Th. G. degree and with a minimum of 126 total semester hours credit. This degree requires a research paper of a minimum of 10,000 words with a minimum 15 research sources.

	Master's Degree  -  This degree will be granted to those who successfully complete the assigned work, along with a minimum of 60 semester hours credit beyond those required for  the Bachelor of Ministry degree and with a minimum of 186 total semester hours credit. This degree requires a research paper of a minimum of 15,000 words with a minimum 20 research sources.
			
As the Lord leads and allows, we plan to expand our program and to eventually establish a Doctoral Program.  Ultimately, we plan to have all programs available in the Distance Learning Program as well as in the classroom.
